Motorcycles and their equipment must comply with the
National legal requirements for Road Traffic of the country in which the vehicle is registered.

A rider, accepted for the meeting, who cannot take part, must, inform the organizer, in writing or by fax, as
soon as possible, stating an acceptable and valid reason.

9. STARTING NUMBERS
Each rider will receive one sticker  with a starting number and colour of track, and this must be clearly visible.
